FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS (FAQ) ON BCA CERTIFIED CONSTRUCTION PRODUCTIVITY PROFESSIONAL (BCA CCPP®) SCHEME
Q1: If I would like to attend the Certificate Course in Construction Productivity Management, how should I go about it?

Q2: How to become a BCA CCPP®?
A2: Upon meeting the registration requirements and competence standard of a construction productivity professional, you can then be accorded the status of BCA CCPP® by the Certification Panel.
The necessary procedures and requirements for registration are tabulated below:

Q3: Is there any closing date for submitting the application to register as a BCA CCPP®?
A3: Yes. You may submit your application for BCA CCPP® registration to the Secretariat for processing not later than either of the following closing dates each year:

a. 31st March

b. 31st August
Q4: How long will I know the outcome of my application to register as BCA CCPP®?
A4: Approximately 4 to 8 weeks after the closing date.

Q5: What are the benefits of BCA CCPP®?
A5: To encourage recognition and involvement, a project with one principal member who is a BCA CCPP® can gain 5 bonus points for the Constructability Score for the specific project subject to the following conditions:

a. The CCPP must be engaged full-time for the project;

b. The CCPP must submit to BCA for acceptance a Project Productivity Enhancement Proposal (PPE). Refer to the link GUIDELINES FOR PROJECT PRODUCTIVITY ENHANCEMENT (PPE) PROPOSAL for details; 
c. Implement all previous and current trade-specific proposals by the CCPP in the ongoing project.

Q6: What happens if the project fails to implement all the proposals inside the PPE without good reasons after the grant of bonus Constructability Points?

A6: BCA may take the following actions against the CCPP of the project:
a. Reprimand him;

b. Suspend his registration for a specified period and/or

c. De-register him.
The bonus Constructability Points once granted will not be retrospectively deducted.

Q7: Will I be allowed to use the title of “BCA CCPP” on my business card or email?

A7: You are permitted to use the title on your business card or email after you have been notified by BCA of your successful registration and your certification remains valid and is not being suspended or revoked by BCA.
Q8: Is there a validity period for my BCA CCPP® status?

A8: No. The BCA CCPP® status is valid for life.  However, should BCA deem necessary in future, you may be required to attend continuous education trainings or briefings of revisions to registration requirements.
